Amanda's mum and dad have just come back from a tour of 
Scotland.  They visited my mum in Melrose and some 
friends in Argyle.  They had a lovely time, and it was even 
sunny for a couple of days!  They really enjoyed being in 
Scotland but were surprised by one thing.  The Scots tell 
themselves very different stories about themselves, who 
they are and where they come from.  Amanda's mum and dad 
noticed that the story of the battle of Bannockburn, where William 
Wallace defeated the English army in 1314, is still prominent in many 
places.  And, as you drive into Lothian region, a sign by the road says 
proudly ÒWelcome to Lothian, the home of the SaltireÓ which is the 
Scottish ßag.

On 24th May, Pentecost Sunday, or Whitsun, we hosted our third ÒFeast 
for All NationsÓ.  As people gather to West Bromwich from many 
countries across the world, we can tell each other the stories of who we 
are and where we come from.  The stories and sense of belonging are 
all be different, and so, we Þnd that we lack a sense of belonging 
together.

There is, however, a story which has the power to unite us all.  It is 
God's true story of the world.  In the beginning, God created man and 
woman in his image and lived with them.  There was unity, love, 
belonging and blessing.  God said Òbe fruitful and multiply, Þll the earth 
and subdue itÓ but the man and the woman had other ideas.  The world 
descended into chaos and misery through selÞshness as the man and 
woman turned their back on God.

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Putting God First

Many older readers of the Parish Magazine will remember this as only 
yesterday yet it happened way back in July 1969, the 20th of that 
month to be exact.

Guessed what the event was yet? Whether you have or not I'll tell you, 
it was the day that two people from Earth walked on the moon. The 
very Þrst time that this had happened. We all heard about this exciting 
news with the very comprehensive coverage on our televisions and 
radios. But there is one particular aspect of this landing that we never 
heard about at the time and only came to light many years later for on 
the surface of the moon, 250,000 miles from the nearest Christian 
church a communion was held, Buzz Aldrin was an elder in the 
Presbyterian Church. Knowing that he would soon be doing something 
completely unprecedented, he felt he needed to do something really 
special to mark the occasion and asked his minister to help him. His 
minister consecrated a communion wafer and a small vial of 
communion wine to be taken into space with him.

A few minutes after landing, Aldrin made the following statement: "This 
is the LM pilot. I'd like to take this opportunity to ask every person 
listening in, whoever and wherever they may be, to pause for a 
moment and contemplate the events of the past few hours and to give 
thanks in his or her own way." Then ending the radio communication he 
read a passage from St. John's Gospel and took communion.

His actual words were:
"In the radio blackout, I opened the little plastic packages which 
contained the bread and the wine. I poured the wine into the chalice 
our    church had given me. In the one-sixth gravity of the moon, the 
wine slowly curled and gracefully came up the side of the cup. Then I 
read the Scripture, 'I am the vine, you are the branches. Whosoever 
abides in me will bring forth much fruit. Apart from me you can do 
nothing.' I ate the tiny Host and swallowed the wine. I gave thanks for 
the intelligence and spirit that had brought two young pilots to the Sea 
of Tranquility . It was interesting for me to think: the very first liquid ever 
poured on the moon, and the very first food eaten there, were the 
communion elements.”

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The Gospel Writers - Part 2 The 
Gospel according to St. Luke 
!This is the second of four articles that look at the writers behind the four gospels in 
the New Testament.

Luke, the writer of the third gospel was also the 
author of the Acts of the Apostles. "He is linked 
to Paul as a Ôfellow workerÕ (Philemon 24) and 
i s a l s o d e s c r i b e d a s , Ô t h e b e l o v e d 
physician.Õ (Col. 4 :14) "Both of LukeÕs writings 
have an introductory dedication to someone 
called, Theophilus, from whom Luke appears to 
have received patronage for his work. " The 
name ÔTheophilusÕ literally translates as, Ôlover 
of GodÕ, which links neatly with the universal 
appeal of both books.
"
Luke was a Gentile and has the unique distinction of being the only non 
Jewish New Testament writer. "He probably wrote his gospel sometime 
during the last two decades of the Þrst century. "Tradition suggests he 
was part of a Christian church in Antioch. " In his introduction to the 
gospel, Luke acknowledges the existence of a number of sources that 
were available to him as a gospel writer. " One of these was MarkÕs 
gospel upon which he draws heavily and often verbatim. "Another was, 
probably, a collection of oral and written tradition which was also 
available to Matthew. " About two hundred verses, in some form or 
another, of LukeÕs gospel can also be found only in MatthewÕs gospel. 
"Scholars have, not too creatively, identiÞed this source material as ÔQÕ! 
"LukeÕs third source appears to have been material known only to him 
and is unique to his gospel. "This material includes LukeÕs account of 
the birth of John the Baptist, the witness of the shepherds and the 
ancient Christian hymns we know as the MagniÞcat and the Nunc 
Dimittis.
"
As a gentile writer, Luke demonstrates little interest in particularly 
Jewish matters, though he sees JesusÕ birth as part of a divine plan 
revealed through the Old Testament. " He comes across as a keen 
historian of that time and anchors his gospel in the mainstream of 
Roman history. " However, for Luke, history is a vehicle of theological 
interpretation and not an end in itself.
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Luke has been described as, Ôthe gospel of the poor and 
disadvantagedÕ. "While Matthew writes, Blessed are the poor in spirit, 
Luke, signiÞcantly writes, Blessed are the poor,! "The feeling one has is 
that this concern for the poor was not just a feature of LukeÕs gospel but 
of the Christian community in which he lived. "LukeÕs gospel is universal 
and he, alone among the gospel writers, portrays the Samaritans in a 
favourable light. (Luke 10:25 - 37 and 17:11 Ð 19) "Although Luke puts 
women in the traditional roles of prayer, almsgiving and supporting the 
missionary labours of men, he, nevertheless, has a special place for 
them in his gospel as the interplay between Mary and Elizabeth in 
chapter 1 illustrates.
"
Unlike the ending to MarkÕs gospel, Luke clearly identiÞes a number of 
resurrection appearances by Jesus, including the full account of the 
story of the appearance on the road to Emmaus which is unique to his 
gospel. "However, Luke goes even further and includes a reference to 
the Ascension both at the end of his gospel and at the beginning of the 
Acts of the Apostles.
"
The gospel of Luke has been called, Ôthe loveliest book in the worldÕ. 
"Luke himself has been adopted as the patron saint of both doctors and 
artists. " Tradition clearly identiÞes him as a physician while legend 
suggests he was a skilled painter. " There is a portrait of Mary in a 
Spanish Cathedral which is said to have been painted by him. 
"However, it is as the writer of two books that remind us of the basis 
and origins of our faith that we shall remember him.

Bring on the mediators%

I wonder what you think of the United Nations?  
The best hope for a peaceful world? Or an 
expensive but ineffective talking shop? 

It was 70 years ago this month that delegates from 
54 countries who had been meeting  in San Francisco drew up a 
ÔCharterÕ for a new world-wide inter-governmental organisation to 
replace the ineffective ÔLeague of NationsÕ. They wanted to ensure 
that the two devastating world wars which had marked the Þrst half 
of the 20th century would never happen again.  

In October 1945 this Charter was adopted by 51 nations and the 
ÔUnited NationsÕ came into being. The title was an aspiration rather 
than an accomplishment, of course, but their vision of a world 
body, eventually to encompass every nation and wielding immense 
moral if not legal authority over the entire planet, was taking shape. 
In 1945 its chief proponents were the victorious powers of the 
Second World War, but every nation was invited to apply for 
membership, including the defeated Axis powers. 

Today every autonomous nation does in fact belong to the UN Ð 
193 of them. The vision remains unchanged, but only partly 
fulÞlled. In the early years of the UN the notion of a ÔSecurity 
CouncilÕ, with the then Ôgreat powersÕ as its permanent members 
(each with a veto) probably seemed a good idea.  In practice, it has 
too often been used to thwart the almost unanimous intention of 
the member states Ð and of course the identity of the worldÕs Ôgreat 
powersÕ has changed. Could one imagine such a group today 
excluding China, for instance?

Quite a lot of people are sceptical about the real value of the UN.  
They note its inability to inßuence several of the worldÕs notorious 
ßash-points. The Israel-Palestinian situation has eluded every 
attempt at mediation, for instance. The UN has not by any means 
been able to abolish war or violence, though never since 1945, 
thank God, on a global scale. 
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On the other hand, it is easy to forget the contribution of UN peace-
keeping forces in many potentially fraught situations over the years: 
Cyprus, Lebanon, Sierra Leone, the Sudan. The world has got used 
to the blue-helmeted UN soldiers, usually drawn from a number of 
nations, standing between opposing factions and countries, as 
genuine Ôpeace-keepersÕ. The UN has also often had a role as 
peace-maker (which is altogether more tricky), its mediators 
working to enable dialogue and negotiation Ð what Winston 
Churchill called ÔJaw-jaw rather than War-warÕ.

Mediator: what a lovely word for a lovely human function! A 
mediator is a go-between, a healer and reconciler. Christianity has 
its great Mediator, of course. ÔThere is one God; there is also one 
mediator between God and humankind, Christ Jesus, Himself 
humanÕ, writes St Paul. ThatÕs what makes the perfect mediator Ð 
someone who can perfectly inhabit either side of the division (in this 
case, both human and divine) and bring them together again. The 
Divine Mediator, ÔHimself humanÕ, gladly undertook that costly task. 
But I donÕt think He ever wore a blue helmet.

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The Magna Carta-800 years on 
This month marks the 800th anniversary of the 
signing of Magna Carta Ð one of the most 
famous documents in the world, and one of the 
most misunderstood. 

Meaning ÔGreat CharterÕ, it was signed at 
Runnymede, a water meadow probably 
designated for regular meetings, on the 
Thames between Windsor and Staines. 
Described sometimes as Ôa failed peace 
treatyÕ, it was agreed between the vastly 
unpopular Plantagenet King John (1199-1216) 
and a coalition of powerful barons who 
threatened his reign. 

Although nearly a third of the text was deleted or substantially 
rewritten within ten years, and almost all the clauses have now 
been repealed, its 39th and 40th clauses gave all Ôfree menÕ the right 
to justice and a fair trial. 

This and other Magna Carta core principles are echoed in the 
United States Bill of Rights (1791), described in 1946 by Eleanor 
Roosevelt as Òa Magna Carta for all mankindÓ, and in many other 
constitutional documents around the world, as well as in the 
Universal Declaration of Human Rights (1948) and the European 
Convention on Human Rights (1950). 

Magna Carta is 4,000 words long and is now usually divided into 63 
clauses, and opinions of it vary. Sir Edward Coke in the 17th century 
and many others have seen it as enshrining the basic rights of an 
English subject, and this is how it is normally viewed. 

More recently, though, it has been pointed out that Magna CartaÕs 
more prominent clauses Òoffered special legal protection for the 
Catholic Church and the aristocracy, advocated tax breaks for the 
wealthiest, freed the City of London from regulatory oversight, 
promised total freedom of immigration and placed the burden of 
infrastructure maintenance on local communities instead of 
governmentÓ.

In 1904, Edward Jenks published an article entitled "The Myth of 
Magna Carta", which also undermined traditionally accepted views.  

In 1930 the document was parodied by Sellar and Yeatman in 1066 
and All That: ÒMagna Charter,Ó they concluded, Òwas therefore the 
chief cause of Democracy in England, and thus a Good Thing for 
everyone (except the Common People)". 

However, for most of us, Magna Carta remains a 
foundation of English national identity. Lord Denning, 
the most celebrated English judge of the 20th 
century, described it in 1956 as "the greatest 
constitutional document of all times Ð the foundation 
of the freedom of the individual against the arbitrary 
authority of the despot".

himself as a public speaker, made clear his opposition to 

Churchill's election as an MP. "  Churchill is quoted as saying,

they are speaking, they do not know what they are saying and 
when they have sat down, they do not know what they have 
said." '

Quote of the Day: A Point of No Return

THE WORLD IS FULL of people who seem to have listened to the wrong 
voice and are now engaged in life-work in which they Þnd no pleasure or 
purpose and who run the risk of suddenly realising someday that they 
have spent the only years that they are ever going to get in this world 
doing something which could not matter less to themselves or to anyone 
else. This does not mean, of course, people who are doing work that from 
the outside looks unglamorous and hum-drum, because obviously such 
work as that may be a crucial form of service and deeply creative. But it 
means people who are doing work that seems simply irrelevant not only to 
the great human needs and issues of our time but also to their own need 
to grow and develop as humans.

In John Marquand's novel Point of No Return, for instance, after years of 
apple-polishing and bucking for promotion and dedicating all his energies 
to a single goal, Charlie Gray Þnally gets to be vice-president of the fancy 
little New York bank where he works; and then the terrible moment comes 
when he realises that it is really not what he wanted after all, when the 
prize that he has spent his life trying to win suddenly turns to ashes in his 
hands. His promotion assures him and his family of all the security and 
standing that he has always sought, but Marquand leaves you with the 
feeling that maybe the best way Charlie Gray could have supported his 
family would have been by giving his life to the kind of work where he 
could have expressed himself and fulÞlled himself in such a way as to 
become in himself, as a person, the kind of support they really needed.

There is also the moment in the Gospels where Jesus is portrayed as 
going into the wilderness for forty days and nights and being tempted 
there by the devil. And one of the ways that the devil tempts him is to wait 
until Jesus is very hungry from fasting and then to suggest that he simply 
turn the stones into bread and eat. Jesus answers, "Man shall not live by 
bread alone," and this just happens to be, among other things, true, and 
very close to the same truth that Charlie Gray comes to when he realises 
too late that he was not made to live on status and salary alone but that 
something crucially important was missing from his life even though he 
was not sure what it was any more than, perhaps, Marquand himself was 
sure what it was.

There is nothing moralistic or sentimental about this truth. It means for 
us simply that we must be careful with our lives, for Christ's sake, 
because it would seem that they are the only lives we are going to have 
in this puzzling and perilous world, and so they are very precious and 
what we do with them matters enormously. Everybody knows that. We 
need no one to tell it to us. Yet in another way perhaps we do always 
need to be told, because there is always the temptation to believe that 
we have all the time in the world, whereas the truth of it is that we do 
not. We have only a life, and the choice of how we are going to live it 
must be our own choice, not one that we let the world make for us. 
Because surely Marquand was right that for each of us there comes a 
point of no return, a point beyond which we no longer have life enough 
left to go back and start all over again.
